• Many aspects of IKS - such as oral traditions, commentaries, and regional interpretations—are not fully 
digitized. 

• Reading books builds intellectual discipline and research skills, essential for academic growth. 

• AI tools can assist learning, but cannot replace the experiential wisdom and credibility of primary and 
secondary sources. 

  The exhibition reaffirmed that while technology is a useful aid, books remain the most reliable gateway 
to India’s knowledge traditions.
