He was a guru (teacher) 

in the region of Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh and mainly Punjab and Haryana. 

The Adi Granth 

of Sikhs, and Panchvani of the Hindu warrior-ascetic group Dadupanthis are the two oldest attested sources 

of the literary works of Ravidas. He was a poet-saint, social reformer and a spiritual figure. Ravidas's      

devotional Verses were included in the Sikh scriptures known as Guru Granth Sahib. The Panch Vani text 

of the Dadupanthi tradition within Hinduism also includes numerous poems of Ravidas. He taught removal 

of social divisions of caste and gender, and promoted unity in the pursuit of personal spiritual freedoms.

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4. Balshastri Jambhekar Jayanti : 20th February 2026 

The Library and Information Centre of Progressive Education Society’s Modern College of Arts, Science 

and Commerce (Autonomous), Shivajinagar, Pune-5 celebrated the Birth Anniversary of Balshastri 

Jambhekar on 20.02.2026 as per the Government of Maharashtra Resolution. 

Under the guidance of the Respected Principal Prof. Dr. Nivedita Ekbote Madam, Vice Principal Prof. Dr. 

Sachin Sakate, College Librarian Dr.Shantashree Sengupta, and Library Staff paid their respect to         

Balshastri Jambhekar, who is also known as Father of Marathi Journalism for his efforts in starting       

journalism in Marathi language with the first newspaper in the language named 'Darpan' in the early days 

of British Rule in India. 

Dr. Sakate Sir mentioned that during the British Rule in India, Balshastri Jambhekar understood the power 

of print media and was sure that if the British were to be overthrown and freedom was to be attained, then 

it was essential to awaken the masses and the print media was the most useful tool for the same. Balshastri 

Jambhekar understood the importance of public libraries. He founded 'The Bombay Native General       

Library'. He also started 'Native Improvement Society', of which 'Student's Literary and Scientific Society' 

was an offshoot. Intellectual giants like Dadabhai Navroji and Bhau Daji Lad drew inspiration through 

these institutions. Dadabhai Naoroji, Atmaram Pandurang and many other prominent scholars, future    

activists were Bal Shastri's pupils at the Elphinstone College. In 1840 he published first Marathi monthly, 

Digdarshan (meaning direction in English). He edited this magazine for 5 years. Digdarshan published   

articles on various subjects including physics, chemistry, geography, history etc. 

He had mastery in many languages including Marathi, Sanskrit, English and Hindi. Apart from that he also 

had a good grasp of Greek, Latin, French, Gujarati and Bengali. 

He was the first Indian to have published research papers in the quarterly journal of the Asiatic Society. He 

was the first person to print Dnyaneshwari in 1845. It was known as the first ever-printed version. He was 

also well known as the first professor of Hindi in the Elphinston College, Mumbai. He also worked as    

Director of the Colaba Observatory. He wrote books like Neetikatha (stories on morality), Encyclopedic 

History of England, English grammar, History of India and Mathematics based on Zero.

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Indulging Study Tour in Process Development to Koyna nagar Hydro Power Project 

The Department of Physics organized a study tour to Koyna nagar Hydro Power Project, Koyna nagar,   

Satara. The tour was organized for UG and PG physics students. The visit was conducted on 12th February 

2026. A group of 29 students and four faculties from the physics department visited the Koyna nagar     

Hydropower Project. The Koyna nagar Hydro Power Project is the largest Hydro electric power plant in 

India. The plant is set up on river Koyna in Satara district. The power generation project is conducted in 

four stages. All the generators are situated in underground powerhouses. The students visited a power 

house beneath the dam wall which consists of two turbines generating a total power of 40MW. Along with 

the Dam construction history and the technical details, the information about the earthquake shock         

resistance system employed for the dam protection was also explained. The engineering and the             

architectural aspects of the Dam and the power house was also discussed by the Dam engineers with the 

students. The plant aims to generate around 2000 MW power in future. 
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Bridge course 2025-26 

Department of Physics conducted bridge course on “Problem Solving in Mathematical Physics”during the 

period 26th Dec 2025 to 28th February 2026 for F.Y., S.Y. and T.Y.B. Sc. classes. The course was        

conducted once a week and included various topics viz. Use of BODMAS rule, Basics of Graph Plotting, 

Calculations using Indices (Powers), Use of Scientific Calculator, Working with ratios/ fractions and     

percentage, Cartesian co-ordinate systems, Vectors and Scalars, Derivatives, Integrations and Matrices and 

determinants etc. by the staff of the department. Dr. Prof. Nileshkumar Pardeshi, Dr. Sandip Patil, Prof. 

Archana Gadre, Dr. Vaishali Waman, Prof. Sanket Gogte, Prof. Pooja Kulkarn, Dr. Padmashree Joshi and 

Prof. Trupti Aher conducted the lectures.

1.Introduction 

The Giant Metre wave Radio Telescope (GMRT) is a world-class radio astronomy facility near              

Narayangaon in Pune District. It consists of an array of 30 fully steerable parabolic dishes (each 45 m in 

diameter) spread over about 25 km, making it one of the largest instruments for observing the universe at 

metre wavelengths. The telescope is operated by the National Centre for Radio Astrophysics (NCRA), a 

part of the Tata Institute of Fundamental Research (TIFR), Mumbai, and has played a key role in radio  

astronomy research in India and globally.  

The purpose of this one-day study tour was to learn about radio astronomy, understand how a antenna 

works, observe GMRT’s infrastructure, and interact with the scientific staff to deepen our knowledge of 

cutting-edge astrophysics research. 

2. Objectives of the Visit 

• To understand the basic principles and functioning of radio telescopes. 

• To observe the large-scale array configuration and antenna system of GMRT. 

• To interact with scientists/engineers and clarify questions on radio astronomy. 

• To relate theoretical knowledge from classrooms to real scientific research. 

• To gain insight into ongoing research and instrumentation at a leading observatory.

4.GMRT’s Structure and Function 

Students observed that GMRT has a unique Y-shaped array of 30 parabolic dishes spread across a large 

area. The signals from each antenna are combined using interferometry to create detailed images of radio 

sources. This technique allows astronomers to simulate a much larger telescope with high resolution.  

Scientific Work at GMRT 

The staff explained that GMRT conducts frontline research in areas like pulsars (rapidly rotating neutron 

stars), hydrogen mapping of galaxies, and cosmic radio emissions. Students learned how radio data is    

collected, processed, and interpreted. They also discussed the recent upgrades to the facility.  

 
5. Student Interaction / Observations 

• Students asked questions about how GMRT differs from optical telescopes and the importance of    

observing at metre wavelengths. 

• Faculty explained noise reduction techniques, data processing, and how radio observations contribute 

to our understanding of the universe. 

Students were encouraged to consider careers in astrophysics and Antenna engineering. 
 

6. Conclusion 

The one-day study tour to GMRT was highly educational and inspiring. It provided students with a unique 

opportunity to experience a major scientific facility firsthand and understand the practical challenges and 

rewards of research in radio astronomy. The exposure broadened student perspectives and encouraged   

curiosity about space sciences, antennas.
