Dr. Sakate Sir mentioned that Mahatma Basveshwar Maharaj was an Indian 12th-century statesman,
philosopher, poet,social reformer and Lingayat saint in the Shiva-focussed Bhakti movement, and Hindu

Shaivite social reformer during the reign of the Kalyani Chalukya/Kalachuri dynasty. Mahatma
Basveshwar spread social awareness through his poetry, popularly known as Vachanaas. He rejected
gender or social discrimination, superstitions and rituals but introduced Ishtalinga necklace, with an image
of the Shiva Linga to every person regardless of his or her birth, to be a constant reminder of one's bhakti
(devotion) to Shiva.

As the Chief Minister of his kingdom, he introduced new public institutions such as the Anubhava
Mantapa (or, the "hall of spiritual experience"), which welcomed men and women from all
socio-economic backgrounds to discuss spiritual and mundane questions of life, in open. He is also known
as Bhaktibhandari (literally, the treasurer of devotion), Basavanna. The community he helped form is also
known as the Sharanas. Basava taught that every human being was equal, irrespective of caste, and that all
forms of manual labor was equally important.

Rashtrasant Tukdoji Maharaj was born in Amravati District of Maharashtra and was a disciple of was a
disciple of Aadkoji Maharaj. Tukdoji Maharaj was involved in social reforms in the rural regions of Ma-
harashtra, including construction of roads. He wrote 'Gramgeeta' which describes means for village devel-
opment. Many of the development programs started by him have continued to work efficiently after his
death. Tukdoji Maharaj once attended a World Religions and World Peace Conference in Japan. Saint
Tukdoji Maharaj performed rigorous penance and spiritual exercises in self-realisation. He also was a
great orator and a musician who composed more than 3000 bhajans (spiritual poems) in Hindi and Mara-
thi, having performed for the spiritual teacher Meher Baba in 1937 and 1944. He has also written many
articles on Dharma, society, nation and education. He studied the existing religious sects and other schools
of thought and discussed religious and secular problems of the devotees. He was determined to re-define
socio-Spirituality and revitalise and awaken the nation. Saint Tukdoji Maharaj worked immensely for the
Status of Women in Society. In 2005, the Nagpur University was renamed to Rashtrasant Tukdoji
Maharaj Nagpur University.

Mumbai: In the coming
| academic year, first-year ju-
nior college (FYJC) classro
omsacross thestate may seea
50-50 allocation, with girls ta-
king up half the seats. The
Maharashtra school educa-
. tion department is conside-
| ring a proposal to increase
' their existing quota in FYJC
, from 30% to 50% to improve
access for girl students and
encourage continuation in
education early on.
In another significant
[change likely in the upco-

ming admission process, the
in-house quota in junior col-
leges may no longer be cap-
ped at 10%. Students from
schoolsattached tojuniorcol-
leges would be given first pre-
ference in admissions, enab-
ling a smoother progression,
like in the case in CBSE and
ISC schools.

A govt official said there
have been demands from the
parents in the past seeking a
50% reservation for girls in
FYJC. "When women get50%
representation in local
self-govt bodies, why sho-
uldn’t they be given equal re-
presentation in educational
institutions? If they compri-
se half the population, then it
isonly fairtoencourage them
to pursue education at a hig-
her level. In many good colle-
ges, they probably make up

for more than half the total
numbers of students already.
The idea is to incentivise hi-
gher secondary education for
them,” said an official. The
proposal has been under con-
sideration for some time and
afinaldecisionisexpectedso-
on. “Girls already make up
forover50% students insome
urban colleges as they
outperform boys. This will
probably help students from
the rural areas,” said a Mum-
bal college principal whose
FYJC batches have more
than 60°% girls. Another prin-
cipal said some junior colle-
ges which offer integrated co-
